○ The application process doesn't take long, but you will need the following

information to complete:

● Student Social Security Number, DOB, address

● Parent or guardian's Social Security Number

● Previous year gross income amounts for all members of the household

(Example: if you are applying after December 31, 2020, use 2020

amounts).
