○ Contact Tracing Protocols

■ Now that masks are required of everyone in the building, the “3 feet rule” is
in play.

● If your child has Covid symptoms and you are going to get him/her tested for

Covid, please do not send him/her to school and call our Nurse, Ms. Fisher, at

812-542-8502 to report this.

● If your child has tested positive for Covid, please call Dr. Waters at 812-542-8502

as soon as you are able to do so to report this.
