o Contact Tracing Protocols

m  Now that masks are required of everyone in the building, the “3 feet rule”
is in play. We are required to contact those students within 6 feet of a
positive person for at least 15 minutes. Unvaccinated individuals
determined to be close contacts by that guideline will need to quarantine.
